A RESOLUTION BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CLEBURNE, TEXAS,
REQUESTING FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE FROM THE TEXAS WATER DEVELOPMENT

BOARD: AND AUTHORIZING THE FILING OF AN APPLICATION FOR ASSISTANCE.

Mike Morrison, Freese and Nichols Engineers, gave a brief overview of the project. The first step in
obtaining additional water supplies was completed on March 24, 2009 with the approval of the
2009A Bonds in the amount of $1.18M. This issue was for all engineering necessary to complete a 5
MGD expansion of the City's existing water treatment plant. The other part of this step was the
approval of the 2009B Bonds in the amount of $4.75M. This issue was for the engineering of a Lake
Whitney Water Supply Project which included a deep water intake structure, diversion pump station,
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and a raw water pipeline. On June 30, 2009, staff met with the Texas Water Development Board in
order to discuss step two. The agenda included Status of WIF Deferred 5 MGD WTP Expansion,
Environmental Determination, Project Schedule, new procedures for WIF submittal, and Water Use
Survey Data. During this meeting we found out that we were the first entity to apply for construction
funds after receiving WIF funding. This funding will be through the Texas Water Development
Board's Water Infrastructure Fund in an amount not to exceed $14,500,000. This funding will again
be at the 3% interest rate.

Shelly Doty, City Secretary stated that the property located at 105 S. Pacific is a vacant lot purchased
in 2007 by Tom and Delvona Atteberry dba Attaboy Investments. The City of Clebumne currently
holds four liens against the property for mowing and weed removal between 2004 and 2007, with a
payoff totaling $5732.29 (§970.00 in mowing fees, $3150.00 in administrative fees and $1,612.3% in
interest). All of the liens were filed with the Johnson County Clerk’s office before the sale of the
property and were not satisfied before purchase of the property by the current owners. The current
owners are asking that the liens be released since they did not know about them when they bought
the property.
